Abstract

What’s the relationship between the new communicative technology
and the society? Instead of a macro perspective, this article tries to use a
micro perspective to analyze human-computer interaction. By the micro
analysis, I answer the question of how to design human-computer

interface.

This article focuses on a new technology, the Skype’s webcam, and
uses affordance theory to examine biological and cultural constraints and
creativities. The examination focuses on the nonverbal communicative
element - gaze. How do people change their visual perception and the
rules of interaction?

rules?
